Most food webs, for nstance, consist of many wesk lnks rther then 3 fow trong
s, When aprodator (5 fr7741) aways ess huge numbers of  sngle prey (1), he
w0 spsics are strongly linked: when a predstor ivs on various specics, they are weakly
linked. Food webs may be dominated by many wesk liks because that arangeement is
more stable over the long tem. If  prdator can cat several specie, it can survive the
xtinction () of on of them. And if  prdator can move on to ancther spesis that i
easir o find when a prey spasies becomes rar, the switch alows the orginal pry to
rocover The wesk links may thus kocp spasies from driving ane snother o extinction.
